1. Overall Description:
RAN4 discovered that the requirement for EN-DC BCS support for UE is not well defined and lack forward compatibility. Earlier agreement was that UE is required to support all specified EUTRA and NR BCS’s when supporting EN-DC configuration that contain those EUTRA or NR CA configurations. The problem was that this makes UE support dependent on specification version since new BCS may be added to existing configurations. 

To overcome this problem, Ran4 agreed that UE supports same BCS’s in EN-DC mode as it supports in standalone mode and RAN4 changed the specification to the following text:
“A terminal which supports an inter-band EN-DC configuration shall support all E-UTRA bandwidth combination set it signals the support for in E-UTRA CA configuration part of E-UTRA – NR DC and shall support all NR bandwidth combination set that it signals the support for in NR CA configuration part of E-UTRA – NR DC.”
