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1. Overall Description: 
RAN4 has discussed the extreme temperature condition impact on peak EIRP and peak EIS requirements in FR2. It is RAN4 understanding that currently there are some challenges for RAN5 to test peak EIRP and peak EIS related FR2 requirements directly under extreme temperature condition. An alternative method was discussed in RAN4, i.e. firstly find peak EIRP and peak EIS direction under normal temperature condition, then test peak EIRP and peak EIS related requirements with this direction under extreme temperature conditions. Considering UE beam peak direction in extreme temperature conditions may be different than in normal temperature conditions, the above test method finally may lead to test results cannot exactly represent UE performance. 
RAN4 would like to ask the extreme temperature tests specification status in RAN5 and whether RAN5 have the same understanding of the test constraints on peak EIRP and peak EIS extreme temperature requirements.
In current stage, it is RAN4 understanding that these requirements can be verified under normal temperature condition. RAN4 is also consider starting analysing the temperature impact to UE peak EIRP and peak EIS requirements then revisit the temperature verification conditions in future releases. 

2. Actions:

To RAN2 WG: 
RAN4 kindly asks RAN5 to give feeding back on the extreme temperature tests specification status in RAN5. Also RAN4 kindly ask RAN5 to take above information into consideration.
