Size of the quiet zone

The size of the quiet zone within which the variations of measurements are evaluated depends on the size of the DUT. For smartphones, the quiet zone shall be considered a sphere with radius of R=7.5cm. For larger smartphones and tablet type devices, the quiet zone shall be considered a sphere with radius of R=15cm.
The quality of quiet zone procedure for systems supporting a 30cm quiet zone can be performed for the largest quiet zone (R=15cm) only and the results can be applied to the smaller quiet zone (R=7.5cm). Performing two separate quality of quiet zone measurements (R=7.5cm and 15cm) is not precluded. 
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
