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1 Introduction
NR-U RF core work started from RAN4#90 according to the WID [1]. In this contribution, we propose a bandplan for 6GHz NR-U. 
2 Regulatory situation in 6GHz
There is a RAN level study item where regulatory discussions related to 6GHz are taking place. The updated SID is available in [2]. A TR is being worked on this issue in RAN level, as referenced in [3]. A regulatory update of the latest spectrum situations in 6GHz has been presented in RAN#83 plenary in March 2019, as referenced in [4].
A summary of the regulatory requirements is presented below. For more details, one can refer to the latest version of TR 37.890 (RP-182749).
2.1 ITU Region 1 (Europe)

In December 2017, CEPT obtained the mandate to “study the feasibility and identify harmonised technical conditions for Wireless Access Systems including Radio Local Area Networks in the 5925-6425 MHz band for the provision of wireless broadband services on 5925-6425MHz spectrum.  
The Draft ECC Report 302, on compatibility studies related to Wireless Access Systems including Radio Local Area Networks (WAS/RLAN) in the frequency range 5.925 – 6.425 GHz [5], developed by SE45 is currently under public consultation. In parallel, FM57 is developing CEPT Report A, for the EC Mandate to “study the feasibility and identify harmonised technical conditions for Wireless Access Systems including Radio Local Area Networks in the 5925-6425 MHz band for the provision of wireless broadband service”
For the upper part of the spectrum, it should be noted that different organizations and countries have expressed their interest in licensed use of the 6425-7125 MHz band and a possible IMT allocation may follow in future. In CPG19 PTA there are discussions and proposals that CEPT to support the 6425-7125 MHz band for consideration as a new AI of WRC-23 for identification for IMT. In RCC region this band is under discussion for potential use by IMT. 
2.2 ITU Region 2 (US)
As described in the notice of proposed rulemaking [6], FCC intends to implement four U-NIII sub-bands in 6GHz band, as listed below:

· U-NII-5: 5.925 GHz to 6.425 GHz (sharing with FS and FSS incumbents)

· U-NII-6: 6.425 GHz to 6.525 GHz (sharing with BAS and CARS)

· U-NII-7: 6.525 GHz to 6.875 GHz (same as U-NII-5)

· U-NII-8: 6.875 GHz to 7.125 GHz (sharing with BAS and CARS) 
FCC released the NPRM in the end of last year on 5925-7125MHz as unlicensed spectrum. However, no conclusion will be made until end of 2019. Thus, FCC decision is still open, input from different companies are being sought and decision will be made by FCC after further discussions.
3 Bandplan for 6GHz 
Considering the spectrum situation globally, our proposal is as follows:
Proposal 1: Specify a band for unlicensed usage within 5925-6425MHz spectrum.
