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1. Overall Description:

RAN4 agreed to introduce inter-frequency measurement requirement without MG in Rel-16 NR RRM requirements enhancement WI. RAN4 made the following agreements in recent meetings: 

· The UE can perform inter-frequency SSB based measurements without measurement gaps if
· the SSB is completely contained in the active BWP of the UE.
· Synchronization is always assumed when UE performs inter-frequency measurement without gap on a TDD carrier, which means When UE performs inter-frequency measurement without measurement gaps in a TDD band, the UE assumes SFN and frame boundary alignment across serving cell and inter-frequency neighbor cells, and UE may use the timing of serving cell to derive the SSB index of inter-frequency neighbour cells.
· UE capability ssb-InterF-MeasNoGap is introduced to indicate whether the UE support inter-frequency SSB based measurements without measurement gaps if the SSB is completely contained in the active BWP of the UE.

· The capability is mandatory support with capability signaling.

· UE capability simultaneousRxDataSSB-DiffNumerology is updated to indicate whether the UE supports concurrent intra-frequency measurement on serving cell or neighbouring cell or inter-frequency measurement without measurement gap and PDCCH or PDSCH reception from the serving cell with a different numerology as defined in clause 8 and 9 of TS 38.133.
