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1. Introduction
One of the remaining issues from WG4 #97-e [1] is regarding whether to define IAB-RRM conformance test. We here want to list the pros and cons of the option to define IAB-RRM conformance tests for discussion.
2. Discussion
All UE performance requirements (RF, demod, and RRM) are accompanied by associated test requirement. In other words, conformance to performance requirement can only be fulfilled by executing and passing the tests defined in a so-called conformance specification. It has been agreed to use UE RRM performance test, defined in 38.133, as baseline for IAB-RRM performance test. However, the test procedures are not defined for the test cases in 38.133. Instead, the test procedures are defined in 38.533, RRM conformance specification. In other words, the performance tests defined in 38.133 are not sufficient for IAB-RRM without corresponding test procedure definitions. Thus defining conformance tests help ensure that the corresponding IAB-RRM performance tests can be properly executed and that the RRM feature performance is met in deployment.
On the other hand, defining large number of conformance tests is time consuming and may potentially delay the release of IAB related performance specifications.
Given the pros and cons, we think it is necessary find compromise.
3. Conclusion
In this paper, we discussed the pros and cons of defining IAB-RRM conformance tests in RAN4. 
Observation: more study is needed to find a compromise between fulfilling the IAB-RRM performance requirement  and the time it takes to publish the performance specification.
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
