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1. Overall Description:
RAN4 had discussion on whether specification clarification is needed to ensure there is no inter-operability issue between the UE side and network side, considering the report of singleUL-Transmission as described in RP-202622 as tasked by RAN.
In general, RAN4 considers two different kinds of band combinations for single-UL operation:
1. [bookmark: OLE_LINK3]Band combinations where single UL is allowed (but not mandated) under certain conditions 
2. Band combinations where UE performance requirements have so far only been specified for single switched UL.
RAN4 would like to clarify that the LS RP-202622 only refers to the 2nd case above - the first case is unchanged since Rel-15.

For the 2nd case, RAN4 has defined band combinations, e.g. DC_3A_n3A, with requirements only for single switched UL in Rel-15 but completed the requirements for 2UL in Rel-16 with specified 2UL requirements and with single UL allowed. Meanwhile, there are also other combinations with requirements only for single switched UL currently, and it is possible that 2UL requirements will be introduced in sfuture versions of the specification.

It is up to RAN2 to determine if it is necessary and how to distinguish different kinds of UE in the network as described above.
