Justification

CEPT/ECC agreed on additional regulatory requirements which allocate spectrum ranges in 900MHz and 1900MHz for Rail Mobile Radio use. The related conditions and requirements are consolidated in ECC Decision (20)02 (https://docdb.cept.org/document/16736).
To open the 1900-1910 MHz frequencies for the use of operational rail communication in Europe, a new NR operating band for Rail Mobile Radio should be specified by 3GPP under this WI.

Objective

4.1
Objective of SI or Core part WI or Testing part WI

The purpose of this work item is to:

· Specify a new NR TDD operating band to include band numbering and core requirements to operate in Europe by considering that:
· UE transmit: 1900 - 1910 MHz, BS transmit: 1900 MHz – 1910 MHz;
· The use of UE power class 3 (23dBm);

· To support 5 MHz and 10 MHz channel bandwidth;

· To support 15kHz and 30kHz SCS;

· To support Wide Area Base Stations;
· To support only non-AAS Base Stations;
· Transpose the Block-Edge-Mask (BEM) specified in ECC Decision (20)02 in corresponding RAN4 BS RF requirements.

· Specify UE RF requirements if necessary, including the consideration of A-MPR to address the potential impact of regional regulatory requirements.
NOTE:
The introduction of the 1900 MHz band for use by Rail Mobile Radio is intended to ensure coexistence with adjacent spectrum ranges in Europe in compliance with the applicable regulations to take into account the effects of interference on established networks.
