2 Discussion

Adoption of simulation results for PDSCH and PDCCH

At RAN4#98-bis, simulation results were collected for some PDSCH and PDCCH scenarios. The simuation results were mostly aligned, although there was a large spread for PDCCH type 3. Two companies (including Ericsson) did not submit impairment results. The table below provides impairment results.

After the impairment results have been collected then a check can be made as to whether the spread is still large and how to address the results spread.
PMI/RI configurations

At RAN4#98bis-e, it was included to introduce requirements for PMI/RI together with a declaration of support (since it is possible that, due to the stable backhaul link, not all IAB may need to support PMI/RI). One open issue was whether to only adopt PMI/RI requirements defined with periodic reporting or to adopt all requirements but change the requirements defined with aperiodic reporting to periodic (without changing the requirement level).

Our understanding is that the reporting type (periodic/aperiodic) will not impact the throughput ratio and so the requirements can all be adopted and defined as periodic.

Proposal 1: Adopt all PMI/RI requirements but change the reporting type to periodic where needed.

2RX test requirements in the conducted conformance specification
IAB-MT requirements are defined for both 2RX and 4RX. For OTA testing, 2RX must be used. For conducted testing, either 2RX or 4RX could be applied. For all of the bands defined for IAB-MT, UEs must support 4RX. For IABs, on the one hand it could be argued that networks will be dimensioned assuming 4RX and so only supporting 2RX with IAB-MT is not feasible. On the other hand, IAB-MT backhaul links are likely to be line of site and differ from links to UEs and so it is not totally clear that the mandate of 4RX needs to apply to IAB-MT. Thus, arguments can be made either way as to whether 2RX test requirements should be supported for type 1-H IAB, although for now we lean towards only specifying 4RX conformance tests.

Proposal 2: Only define 4RX conformance tests for type 1-H IAB
