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1. Introduction
In the exception sheet for the positioning [1], RAN indicated the list of topics to be completed by RAN4. These include “measurement requirements for RSTD” and “potential additional core requirements arising from autonomous muting. “      
2. Way Forward  
The following way forward is proposed in order to complete RSTD requirements including those related to muting and to complete the positioning work item in a timely manner. 
(1) Autonomous muting of PRS is to replaced by muting with signaling support where the muting information (whether PRS is present or absent in each positioning occasion) is signaled to the UE.  

(2) RAN4 will send an LS [2] kindly requesting RAN2 and RAN3 to provide signalling support for cell-specific muting configuration in the OTDOA assistance data for Rel. 9. The muting configuration of a cell shall indicate in which PRS positioning occasions PRS is muted (i.e., absent) and in which it is not muted (i.e., present). If the muting configuration for a cell is not provided by the network to the UE, the UE shall assume that there is no PRS muting in that cell until the information with a later muting configuration is received. 
(3) RAN4 will send an LS [3] kindly requesting RAN1 to specify the UE behavior such that the UE can assume that each individual cell’s PRS EPRE is constant over all subframes within a PRS positioning occasion of that cell.
(4) RAN4 will agree on the CRs in [4,5] for the non-muting case。If muting signaling support is provided, RAN4 will further adopt the RSTD requirements structure in CRs [4,5] for the muting case mandating a common set of requirements for the muting and non-muting cases. The RSTD requirements apply in both cases as long as there are at least [L=8] PRS occasions satisfying the PRS Es/IoT requirements.
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
