2. Agreed way forward
· For symmetric CA Class C there is no issue: alignment between UE and BS when
· Guard band will be the larger of the REL-8 guard band on aggregated CC’s, i.e. 
· Max(REL-8 GB of CC1, REL-8 GB of CC2)
· Guard band has same width on both sides of UE aggregated BW 

· close to Rel-8 (mod 300 kHz) spacing is nominal spacing for symmetric allocations
· Guard bands do not scale if other than nominal spacing is used 

· For asymmetric CA Class C
· Guard band will be the larger of the REL-8 guard band on aggregated CC’s, i.e. 
· Max(REL-8 GB of CC1, REL-8 GB of CC2)
· Guard band has same width on both sides of UE aggregated BW 

· reduction of nominal CC spacing from close to Rel-8 (mod 300 kHz) spacing needed so that the aggregated bandwidth fits to operator block which are often multiples of 5 MHz
· Guard bands do not scale if other than nominal spacing is used 
· Boundary between OOB and spurious domain is Aggregated Channel Bandwidth (ACB)+5MHz while ACB is based on the nominal carrier spacing
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
