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1. Introduction

As KT is one of the very first operators in Asia to have extended 850MHz spectrum awarded in Asia Pacific, KT would like to promote this Band to other Asian Pacific countries. As current Band 26 is mostly used with 2G or below in Asia [1], this band has big chance of LTE migration by other Asian Pacific operators who is considering of migration to LTE. As Band 26 adhoc meeting will focus on discussion of coexistence issue around Band 26, KT would like to discuss if there should be more coexistence issue we should consider within Asia Pacific region.
2. Current Deployment
Current Band 26 deployment is shown in Figure 1. It is shown that the majority of operators in Asia have uplink spectrum ending at 845MHz. If these countries also have public safety network deployed in 800MHz (851-856MHz), these countries have 6MHz frequency separation from the downlink PS spectrum. Hence, 6MHz offset should be considered. Some countries such as Thailand, Mongolia, and Korea, spectrum has been allocated upto 849MHz. For this case, 2MHz offset should be considered. Not all countries shown above has PS deployed in 800MHz (such as Japan), however having two different offsets (2MHz, 6MHz) makes higher possibilities of Asian Pacific countries to adopt Band 26 LTE.

Coexistence with APAC700 does not seem to be much issue except for some countries as most of countries’ current deployments already have more than 20MHz separation. For those countries where there may be extended deployment of 800MHz spectrum in uplink 814-824MHz and downlink 859-869MHz, an NS value to protect APAC700 is already being considered.

Some countries may also have coexistence issue with narrowband TETRA/iDEN service in 806-824MHz spectrum. As this is also being considered in 3GPP RAN4, current considerations of two offsets should handle this issue when this WI is completed.
3. Offsets
As most of Band 26 spectrum in Asia is currently being used with CDMA, the guard band of at least 2MHz is applied to protect the narrow band PS. Having 6MHz offset to protect PS narrowband 851-859MHz should be useful as most of the Asian operators have deployed their network in block B. As these offsets are currently being considered Asian operators should not have concerns on adopting Band 26 for their network.
To summarize this issue below offsets should be considered for Asia Pacific:
