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The following issues from RAN WG4 #14 are relevant to the TEM ad hoc.
3. Due to the urgency of completing the test specifications for impending Japanese and European regulatory timetables, the scope of TEM has been expanded to address the issues of Test System uncertainty and Test Tolerance definition. The TEM chairman accepted this new scope but indicated that this increased workload would mean that at its next meeting in Turin on 30th Nov, progress on areas beyond the original scope would necessarily be limited. Availability of the necessary test system experts and appropriate submissions to the meeting are essential if progress is to be made.
4. The output documents from TEM #02 (R4T000028, 35, 37, 38) were noted and approved by RAN WG4 #14.

5. An ad hoc meeting was held during RAN WG4 #14 to address the outstanding work relating to measurement uncertainty. The output of this meeting was a proposal for the way forward in R4-000991 and some draft CRs in R4-000992. Both these documents will be considered as part of the new wider scope of TEM during this meeting as documents R4T000045 and R4T000046 respectively.
