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1. Introduction

The ongoing narrow band simulation work of RAN4 requires information regarding cell radius to accurately represent the effect of IS-136 adjacent band interference on WCDMA performance. This paper suggests two cell radius to be used to complete the simulation.

2. cell radius 

Cell radius is calculated from link budgets and assumptions for coverage requirements, when applied to the propagation environment. Although cell radius will vary greatly depending on several factors (e.g. tower height, terrain, antenna gains, etc.) we suggest that the analysis be completed with two cell radius values, specifically 1.0 km and 2.5 km.
