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1 Background
This contribution provides input on band arrangements in the 39 GHz range to be specified for NR during the Rel-15 WI. 
The FCC has adopted a general framework “Upper Microwave Flexible Use Licensing” applied across three licensed bands to make a substantial amount of spectrum available for “5G services” with rules tailored to the characteristics of each band [1]. 
Besides the 27.5 GHz – 28.35 GHz band, the following frequencies are available for assignment in the Upper Microwave Flexible Use Service:

(a) 38.6-40 GHz band in a new channel plan with wide 200 MHz blocks (MHz): 1) 38,600-38,800, 2) 38,800-39,000, 3) 39,000-39,200, 4) 39,200-39,400, 5) 39,400-39,600, 6) 39,600-39,800, 7) 39,800-40,000 (with a waiver for existing 39 GHz licensees that can use a 50 MHz plan pending transition to the said new plan) 
(b) 37-38.6 GHz band: 37,600-37,800 MHz; 37,800-38,000 MHz; 38,000-38,200 MHz; 38,200-38,400 MHz, and 38,400-38,600 MHz. 
The 37,000-37,600 MHz band segment will be available on a site-specific coordinated shared basis with eligible Federal entities.

The technical standards for the 39 GHz band are the same as those applicable for the 28 GHz band (except coordination requirements in 37-38.6 GHz), see [1], amendments to Part 30, Subpart C.
2 The 39 GHz band 
In view of the FCC R&O in [1], the main band of interest is 37.6-40 GHz. It is recognised that the entire frequency range of this band arrangement may be a challenging for the first implementations, whence a smaller range could be considered initially. However, the entire range 37.6-40 GHz should be specified as a single operating band.
The range 37-37.6 GHz should be specified as a separate operating band since this will made available on a shared access basis subject to coordination requirements.
3 Proposal
It is proposed to specify the following two operating TDD bands during the NR Rel-15 WI:

1. 37.6-40 GHz
2. 37-37.6 GHz
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
