One of the most important motivations for SUL is to improve NR uplink coverage using relatively lower frequency bands. New SUL band should be allowed as long as it is based on practical requirement.

As well discussed during previous meetings the coexistence issue for the combination of Band1 and n78 is simple, and Band1 is used as a secondary component carrier for downlink CA in many areas in the network. Therefore it is reasonable and beneficial to define a SUL band for the uplink frequency of Band1 which is 1920-1980MHz.
So we have the following proposal:

Proposal 1: It is proposed to define a SUL band for 1920-1980MHz.
