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Introduction
During the RAN4#84 meeting, TP to the Draft TS 38.104 [2] was agreed in [1] on the Tx transient period requirement.
In this contribution, we are proposing TP to the Draft TS 38.104 on the correction of the Tx transient period requirement, based on the modified “basic limit” approach. This proposal does not change the core requirement itself.
Discussion
During the RAN4#84 meeting, TP to the draft TS 38.104 [2] was agreed in [1] on the Tx transient period requirement.
Based on the WF in [3], the “basic limit” approach was agreed for the NR BS requirements, as extracted below:

It is proposed to follow the following approach when writing NR BS conducted requirements in TS 38.104, clause 6:

As discussed in separate paper in [4], it was observed that the “basic limit” based approach is actually applicable to the (selected) unwanted emission requirements (i.e. ACLR, OBUE, Tx/Rx spur) only. Consideration of the “basic limits” for other NR BS requirements not impacted by the emissions scaling might introduce unnecessary confusions, as well as unnecessary specifications complication. 
Furthermore, it seems that it would be more preferable to work on the NR BS requirements based on the NR TR. Therefore the proposed TP to the Draft TS is just to align with the proposed approach in the NR TR. 
Conclusion
Based on the above discussion, it is proposed to agree on the attached TP to the Draft TS 38.104.

6.4.2.1	General
The transmitter transient period is the time period during which the transmitter is changing from the transmitter OFF period to the transmitter ON period, or vice versa. The transmitter transient period is illustrated in Figure 6.4.2-1.
