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Discussion
In the last RAN 4 meeting, RAN 4 approved an LS to RAN 5 in which RAN 4 decided not to make any changes to the A-GPS minimum performance specification TS 25.171 to improve potentially lengthy test times. 

The proposed test procedures in the attached document have been generally updated, simplified and clarified and in particular the following outline test procedure has been proposed in line with this LS:
1. The test case will alternate between two GPS scenarios (denoted #1 and #2)

2. One fix will be made using one scenario before switching to the other

3. The various random variables specified will be changed for each fix

4. The start time of each GPS scenario will be advanced by 2 minutes each time it is used

5. Once a GPS scenario reaches the end of its “viable running time” (that is the time over which the HDOP values lie within the values required for the test case), it is reset and started again from its nominal start time.

The proposed test procedures in the attached document have also been generally simplified with duplications removed, clarification of the use of the random variables added and the addition of some wording copied from TS 25.171 to aid understanding of the derivations of some items.
