Background
A number of tests were validated both for GERAN and UTRA and the latest completion figures for the WIs of interest to RAN5 are shown below:
· WI-010              94.6% complete; increase of 3.1%. WI Frozen i.e. no more new requirements. WI active i.e. is part of current certification

· WI-012              71.1% complete; increase of 8.9%. WI ongoing. WI not yet active.

· WI-013              0%; WI ongoing, not yet active

· WI-014              0%; WI ongoing, not yet active
· WI-015


   0%; WI ongoing, not yet active
TF 160 and 3GPP Presentations

I presented the RAN5 update in (CAG-05-)177 plus 2 LS’ in 178 & 179 on ciphering and the RF test status respectively. Shicheng Hu presented the TF 160 update personally in doc 183 and as a result the following decisions were taken:

· Only R99 and Rel5 UEs could be used for validations and no variants.

· The TTCN for WIs 013 & 014 (Rel 4, Rel 5 enhancements and HSDPA) is not yet fully Rel5 compliant but would be ready for regression testing by 26 Aug 05

· No decision will be taken to ‘upgrade’ the current validated tests in WI-010 & WI-014 to Rel5 until later this year. It is not clear whether this will be necessary anyway.

The consequences of this are as follows:

· TF 160 is preparing to provide TTCN tests for fully compliant Rel5 UEs (and networks) earlier than planned.

· The verified test cases in RAN5 for WI-014 will be corrected to be fully Rel5 compliant.

· There was also another discussion regarding the use of Rel5 UEs for validation purposes for the existing R99 tests (in WI-010 & WI-012). The conclusion was that R99 UEs should be used as the basis of validation up to and including CAG#4 (Oct 05) at which point only Rel5 compliant UEs are to be used for WI-010 & WI-012 following CAG#4 on the basis that by CAG#4:

· there will be at least 2 fully compliant Rel 5 UEs available to the test industry for the purposes of validating the GCF tests and

· the early feedback from the verification test teams indicates that the TTCN under test is stable. This judgement will be based, inter alia, on the outcome of a TTCN workshop to be held in mid October prior to CAG#4 (dates not yet confirmed).
