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1) Introduction:
RAN4 is currently specifying MBMS minimum requirements for the UE.

Most of the tests are BLER tests on the  logical channels MCCH and MTCH.

Those channels are point to multipoint channels

(similar to BCH, which is not tested with a BLER test)

RAN 5 currently believe that  MCCH and MTCH cannot be BLER tested.
2) Discussion:
There is no loopback possible or defined for a point to multipoint channel

There is no ACK/NACK in the uplink

There is no UE internal BLER measurement defined, based on a predefined PRBS

There is no UE internal memory defined, making the data available for the tester afterwards.

There is no standard application, making the data available to the tester

There is no interface defined,  making the data available to the tester

3) Action to RAN 4
RAN 5 would like to ask RAN 4 about their intention on BLER testing in MBMS

1) Are the requirements on BLER going  not to be tested ? 

2) Is there the necessity to define a point of observation for BLER testing?
