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Introduction

A new release 5 RAN5 work item in [1] for the conformance test aspects of IMS Call Control was approved at the RAN#28 meeting in June. 

This contribution identifies features that could be considered for testing under this work item.
Extension to PDP Context Activation Procedures

A Rel-5 UE operating in an IMS network should be capable to request and receive additional information elements in the PDP Context Activation messages related to P-CSCF/S-CSCF.

P-CSCF Discovery

P-CSCF forms the first point of contact for a UE to the IMS CN. It serves the function of proxy SIP server. The UE must establish access to P-CSCF through the discovery procedure.

Open question: Should 1.1 and 1.2 be based on IPv4 or IPv6 PDP context? – It seems no server vendors are supporting IPv6 in the initial phase.

Registration

The UE must perform SIP Registration before it can establish a multimedia SIP session.

Authentication

Mutual authentication is performed between the UE and network as part of the registration procedure based on AKA with IPSec ESP and integrity protection.

Subscription

The UE uses the default public user identity for subscription to the registration-state event package.

Notification

The UE correctly receives and stores the public user identities in the Notification message.

1.1 Call Flows (MO/MT Call initiation, Call release, Emergency services)
Mobile originating and terminating SIP session call flows with support for reliable provisional responses and 183 session progress messages.

Open question: Should SIP session call flows be without SBLP?  There is not much industry interest for SIP Session flows with SBLP.
