General description
This is a continuous work from the 3GPP T1 23rd meeting. The purpose of the work is to provide a technical report concerning about the difference analysis between FDD and LCR TDD. A work item was set up on the 3GPP T1 24th meeting. The work item is to provide a detailed analysis on the different aspects and their corresponding effects on conformance test between FDD and LCR TDD on Uu and lub interfaces. 
The rationale for the TR is to help RAN5 experts understand the differences and their impact on the tests. The TR will be helpful to those people who have good background in FDD development when developing TTCN and SS (System Simulator) for TDD. 
The technical report provides the difference analysis on test specifications between LCR TDD and FDD, such as 34.123-1, 34.123-2, 34.123-3 and 34.108 by analyzing the difference on core specifications of Uu/lub interface. It gives an efficient index so that the users can quickly search the differences between LCR TDD and FDD in the test specifications. 

On the last meeting, 3GPP RAN5 27th Bath meeting, we presented the preliminary draft of the TR. Up to the last meeting, the technical report had been finished for about 70% of the total work. And the decision of the last meeting is to complete the TR and correct the syntax error in RAN5 28 th Berlin meeting. 

Document R5-051526 is the revised version of R5-050641 in Bath meeting.

The main differences between the two versions focus on the following aspects:

(1)  Complete the remained 30% of the total work in the TR and change the preliminary version to version 2.
(2)  Correct the syntax error occurred in the former edition.

(3)  Reorganize the chapters in a more clear way so as to meet the TR requirements of ETSI.
(4)  Modify some description of core specification of Uu/Iub interface in chapter 4.

(5)  Add some new contents to Chapter 5, 7, 8 and reorganize the table style for comparison.

(6)  Delete some redundant information in the document.
