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1. Background
During the RAN-5 meeting in Berlin, ETSI MCC 160 made the following comment in [1].
“RLC tests are the Layer 2 test and they are independent of the CS or PS domain applied for the test execution. The current RLC tests are written in TTCN in the way that the test bodies of the CS and PS domains have the identical test procedures. Therefore, it is sufficient to perform RLC tests in the PS domain, unless the UE supports only CS domain. In the latter case, RLC tests are performed in the CS domain. A clarification need to be added in the clause of the RLC test method.”
It was clarified that the only differences when running an RLC test case in CS or PS take place in pre-able test steps common to every RLC test case.

RAN-5 would like to bring to the attention of GCF CAG that for the purposes of test case validation, RAN-5 believes that it is only necessary to validate one of the RLC test cases in both CS and PS domain. The remaining test cases can be validated either in CS or PS with no difference in the coverage.

RAN-5 recommends that GCF CAG consider this when deciding validation criteria, as it may reduce testing time when certifying terminals, and reduce duplication of effort when validating or revalidating test cases.
