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Introduction:
This document summarizes R5-051870, a CR that proposes to correct the initial condition of GMM test cases in TS34.123-1 clause 12.
Proposed changes in R5-051870:

1. Correction of the initial condition in GMM test cases
For GMM test cases using NMOII, the initial condition that UE has been registered in CS domain is specified in order that the UE does not perform a redundant procedure at power on. 
However, descriptions for the condition are different in each test case.
RAN5 decided in the previous meeting to unify the descriptions for the condition into “the UE has been registered in CS domain”. This is AP28.05 in “RAN5 Action Points list”[1].
(1) In order to reflect the decision, the description “The UE has been registered in the CS domain.” should be added in the following test cases.
