EMP has provided the updated GCF priority list in UA-02-052r17 which will br reviewed in R5-060351 which includes all the various changes to the WIs during the CAG#5 meeting.

WI Updates

WI-010. EMP presented a document dealing with issues WI-010 concerning RLC test cases for RLC 15 bit LI (length indicator). The affected test cases (7.2.2.2 and 7.2.3.2) are likely to be moved to WI-024 or a future Release 7 WI. The following subsequent actions took place

· A CR to WI-010 has been submitted on 10 day rule approval to remove test case 7.2.2.2 and 7.2.3.2 (This would allow time for the next RAN5 meeting and time for delegates to consider their company position). 

· An LS (CAG-06-038), was sent to RAN5 describing the GCF actions (see R5-060163). 

WI-013. Although this work item was frozen at the last CAG there were 2 requests to add more test cases for different reasons including:
· 2 more USIM tests (9.1.1 - 9.1.3 of TS 31.121).
· A new test case for NB multi-rate AMR. 

After some discussion, it was decided that the WI could be re-opened for these tests to add these test cases. 
WI-014. EMP presented a CR to WI-014 with updates to test cases 9.2.1 (split), 9.3.1, 9.3.2 and 9.4. 

WI-024. Motorola presented an update of WI-024 description covering FDD Release 6 requirements which included test cases for Network sharing and DSAC. The main intention was to inform RAN5 that test cases have now been included in the WI. The document was for information and it was planned to have it approved at the next CAG meeting. To date the tests ear marked relate to network sharing and DSAC.
WI-030. Qualcomm presented A-GPS Minimum Performance Requirements, following discussions with the supporting companies to ensure that they were all happy with the description for A-GPS. With this the WI has been approved to v3.0.0 with a target date for completion of CAG#6 in Apr 06. 

WI-031. Orange France presented a draft description for IMS call control in Release 5 and 6. Motorola pointed out that the related specification numbering in 3G will be 34.229 parts 1 to 3, first drafts of which are due to be submitted for information during March, with approval for publication expected at RAN#32 meeting. The document was noted.

Results of the priority counting

The current status of each GCF WI. The following should be noted:

WI-010: 96.3%

WI-012: 80.4%. This needs to reach 95% at CAG#6.

WI-013: 54.5%. This needs to reach 80% at CAG#6.

WI-014. HSDPA has only been validated to 44% of test count and all of these are within the first priority batch. This needs to reach 80% at CAG#6.

WI-015. A-GPS. The CEC conditions were not met in full even though 84% of the tests were validated as it was not possible to confirm whether there was a live network that could support IOP testing of all the key functions.
