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1. Overall Description:

RAN5 thanks RAN2 for the LS in R2-060789 in which a formal request was made to introduce a WB-AMR/E-DCH/HS-DSCH RAB combination for Rel-6. Such a request indicates clearly that much thought has gone into the preparation of the parameters and RAN5 appreciate such assistance.
The Signalling Group of RAN5 is agreeing an appropriate CR to TS 34.108 this week based on the proposed CR provided by RAN2. Furthermore a place holder has been created in TS 34.123-1 for the associated test case in order to allow UE certification fora, such as the GCF and PTCRB, to reference the test ahead of its completion. The actual test case preparation will be coordinated by Siemens and the associated TTCN will be handled by TF160. The earliest opportunity for the prose to be formally approved will be RAN#33 (in Sep 06) so it is unlikely that the TTCN script will be regression tested and RAN5 verified before Dec 06. 

As you are well aware, the work of RAN5 is closely linked to the immediate ‘testing’ demands of our industry for certification purposes. It is for this reason that it is more beneficial if, in the first instance, RAN2 delegates adopt a less formal approach to handle such future requests. This can be done by briefing regular RAN5 delegates at the company level, many of which are represented at both RAN2 and RAN5. Alternatively RAN2 delegates are welcome to present proposals directly to RAN5 so that any queries can be answered in a timely manner. Please feel free to contact the RAN5 Chair beforehand to coordinate the necessary arrangements.
