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1. Overall Description:

At its 31st meeting this week RAN WG5 are trying to finalize the test case 8.5.1 UE transmit timing based on 25.133 test case A.7.1.2.
In the core requirement in 25.133 7.1.2 it is stated:
In case that the reference cell is removed from the active set the UE shall start adjusting its transmit timing no later than the time when the whole active set update message is available at the UE taking the RRC procedure delay into account.
And in the test specification A.7.1.2 it is stated:

i)
Test system verifies that UE transmit timing adjustment starts no later than the time when the whole active set update message is available at the UE taking the RRC procedure delay into account. 
Given that:

· The UE is allowed to continuously vary its static timing within a 3 chip window and

· In previous guidance from RAN WG4 (LS R4-050527) the 233ns/s was described as a long term average,

RAN WG5 would like to ask RAN WG4 what criteria from the core requirement should be used to evaluate the start of the timing adjustment. Two proposals are being considered in RAN WG5. 
· Detection of a minimum change towards the target timing in a short period immediately after cell update message and RRC procedure delay
· A best effort estimate of the actual start time based on extrapolation of the measured long-term rate of change onto the measured average of the start timing

Neither method appears to be justified by the current core requirements and the subsequent guidance given in R4-050527.
2. ACTIONS to RAN WG4:
1. To advise RAN WG5 on the method to be used to evaluate the start time or to agree it is not testable.
