2006 Budget and Partner Commitments 

The Budget for 2006 had previously been agreed by the Partners.  The Funding and Finance Group had taken that approved budget and calculated the payments which would need to be made by each Partner for it to be realised [3GPP/OP#15(06)06].  The Partners approved the payments.

Decision OP15/3:
The Partners approved the payments required as given in 3GPP/OP#15(06)06, which had been calculated in accordance with the budget set by OP#14.
A brief discussion took place on the orientation of the 2007 budget.  It was noted that a number of factors could influence the budget demand, such as the potential RAN/GERAN merger, the development of the LTE work programme, and the consequences of increased IMS activities within 3GPP.  However, it was agreed to orient the 2007 budget in the same magnitude as for 2006, seeking costs savings where possible, but without dramatically impacting the level of support services. 

7 3GPP Partnership Issues

7.1
Request for MRP status from MobileIGNITE
Mr Nikkari (MobileIGNITE) gave an introduction to the work of MobileIGNITE, coupled with a request that they be considered as a MRPs in 3GPP [3GPP/OP#15(06)11&14].
An explanation was given on the benefits which MobileIGNITE could bring to 3GPP, specifically that they have a marketing group which meets weekly in order to determine the market requirements for IMS.  It was believed that the results of these meetings would be of considerable value to 3GPP.  The clarification was also given that MobileIGNITE did not develop products or standards, and hence they had no requirement for an IPR Policy.  Nevertheless, they looked clearly towards for 3GPP for their standards requirements to be met and were fully committed to support such activities.
After due consideration, the Partners accepted MobileIGNITE as a MRP within 3GPP.

Decision OP15/4:
MobileIGNITE accepted as a market Representation Partner in 3GPP [3GPP/OP#15(06)11&14].
7.2
Request for MRP status from IMS Forum
The Secretary reported on correspondence that he had received from the IMS Forum which had included a request for them to be considered as a MRP in 3GPP [3GPP/OP#15(06)12].  The correspondence had been received rather late and some Partners had not had sufficient time to consider the details.  Moreover, the application had indicated that the signing of a non disclosure agreement would be a pre-requisite on the part of the IMS Forum and for 3GPP this would not be a possibility.
The Secretary was requested to contact the IMS Forum, seeking further information on the perceived advantages to 3GPP of them becoming an MRP, and questioning the need for an NDA to be signed.  If conclusive answers were forthcoming then the IMS Forum should be invited to complete their application by making a presentation at the next Organizational Partners meeting.

Action OP15/1:
Secretary to contact the IMS Forum, seeking further information on the perceived advantages to 3GPP of them becoming an MRP, and questioning the need for an NDA to be signed.  
7.3
Request for MRP status from Global UMTS TDD Alliance (GUSTA)
Correspondence had been received from GUSTA in which they requested to be considered for MRP status in 3GPP.  This had led to an invitation for them to participate in this meeting.  Mr Riaz Esmailzadeh (GUSTA) gave an explanation of their work [3GPP/OP#15(06)13].
Some concerns were expressed that GUSTA could be perceived as a body promoting the use of UMTS TDD to the detriment of FDD, whereas 3GPP had always treated all of its modes equally.  In this context it was felt that more information was required from GUSTA on the benefits that they would bring to 3GPP in the capacity of a MRP.  In addition, the late arrival of this request had not enabled the Partners to give sufficient consideration to the request.

The Chairman concluded that GUSTA should be encouraged to submit more supporting evidence of their suitability for MRP status, and that this could then be further considered by correspondence.

Action OP15/2:
GUSTA to provide more supporting evidence of their suitability for MRP status to the Secretary, such that the matter can be further considered by correspondence.

9.1
Registration of Trademark IMS
Mr Rosenbrock (ETSI) proposed that due to the increased interest being shown in IMS technology it would be prudent to seek Trademark registration for that name [3GPP/OP#15(06)08].  There would be a cost associated with such a registration but this could be covered by the 2006 budget contingency.

After due consideration it was agreed that Trademark registration of the term “IMS” should be sought, and the Secretary was requested to pursue the matter within ETSI and to report the progress made to the next meeting.

A supporting presentation was also given by Mr Cox (GSMA) in which the need for Partners to be aware of, and participate in this activity was stressed [3GPP/OP#15(06)10].
