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1. Overall Description:

At its 40th meeting this week RAN WG4 has considered the question in the LS R5-062451 / R4-060999. 

1. To re-consider the need for a statistical minimum requirement for HSDPA phase discontinuity given that all other transmitter requirements are expressed as hard limits.
Answer:
Although pertaining to the UE transmitter, the minimum requirements for HSDPA phase discontinuity were simulated using the kinds of scenarios more typical of receiver and performance tests in order to assess the impact of phase on the Node B demodulation performance. As such the statistical nature of the minimum requirement is understandable. However, since the UE performance is measured before the fading, the underlying UE performance is likely to be quite predictable and therefore testable using more traditional transmitter performance methods.

At this meeting RAN WG4 has not been able to progress this issue further and so it is proposed this issue can be discussed at our next joint meeting in Riga, Nov 6 – 10.
