Background

Since the middle of September the discussion on the band VI test has taken place in the RAN5 reflector with respect to Japan MCC. A quite number of off-line emails were exchanged on the same. 
For band VI test, it is required to set MCC for Japan in MIB and FBI in SIB5/5bis. It is also felt that the test specs should use the reserved MCC codes to specify the test on the licensed frequency bands. Therefore, the ITU allocated MCC codes 440 and 441 are not suitable for the test specs.

Proposal and RAN5 decision

2.1 RAN5 decision

Considering that MCC codes 442 and 443 have been reserved for Japan, we would like to ask RAN5 to decide that these codes are used in 34.108 for FDD Band VI test.
R5-063060 and R5-063061 are submitted for the same purpose.

2.2 Practical application of the decision
Although the final goal is to use the Japan reserved MCC (442 /443) for band VI test (in MIB) a transition period of two RAN5 meetings will allow the test flexibility for the implementation of either pairs of 440/441 or 442/443. A specific PIXIT for Japan MCC are introduced in TTCN to enable the test parameterization. R5-063062 is submitted for this purpose. The PIXIT parameter will be replaced with a hard coded 442/443 at the end of this period.
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
