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1. Introduction
In its latest meeting RAN5 agreed to create new WI for OTA (Antenna) performance testing. The WID was later approved in TSG RAN. 

The purpose of this document is to briefly recap the status of the corresponding core WI in RAN4 (RInImp-UEAnt), outline the current status in RAN5 and propose the actions that need to be taken in this meeting and in the following meetings.

2. The status in RAN4

In its latest meeting RAN4 agreed on following issues:

· RAN4 shall create a new TS for OTA requirements. This TS has later been numbered to be TS25.144

· The requirements in the specification shall be applicable to primary mode only. Therefore the testing shall also be developed for the primary mode.

· GSM requirements shall be included to the same specifications. The approving body for those requirements will be TSG GERAN.

· The current working assumption is that RAN4 will not create a separate TS for the testing method as RAN5 will create a 34-series test specification. 

The RAN4 progress is captured in the UEAnt status report made by the RAN4 WI rapporteur Christian Bergljung (RP-060446).

Since the last meeting there has been several teleconferences that aim to complete the OTA minimum requirements for the TS25.144 and also discuss whether the specification should include informative target values or not.
RAN4 aim to have the first version of TS25.144 ready in the next meeting.

3. The status in RAN5

RAN plenary approved the WI proposal.

GERAN3 agreed to act as secondary responsible for this specification, their response LS is in document R5-063030.
The first steps that would need to be made are the decision on the new technical specification and creation of a specification skeleton based on TS25.144 and TR25.914.
4. The proposed way forward

Nokia proposes the following way forward:
In this meeting RAN5 shall:

· Formally decide upon creation of a new test specification TS34.xxx. 
· Ask for a new TS number from the ETSI MCC. 
In the next meeting:

· The specification editor shall provide RAN5 with a test specification skeleton based on the agreed core specification. Companies are invited to contribute to that.
· WI rapporteur shall make a work plan based on the specification skeleton and fill in companies that want to contribute to certain section. 
Nokia would like to seek RAN5 decision for the proposed way forward.
