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1. Overall Description:

During the past few meetings RAN5 has been studying the issue of application dependency of IMS Call Setup test cases in sections 12 and 13 of TS 34.229-1. RAN5 has now come to the conclusion that application agnostic testing of IMS Call Control test cases is not feasible. 

For Release 5 and Release 6, 3GPP defines few basic rules and options for different IMS compliant application specific call control protocols using SIP, instead of completely specifying the protocol for each purpose and application. 3GPP TS 24.229 only specifies a minimal subset of IMS compliant application specific call control protocol, extension to the base protocol for a specific application being done outside of 3GPP (e.g. OMA) for Release 5 and Release 6. RAN5 considered the option of using application profiles in defining test case applicability to address the issue of application dependency but this also doesn’t provide a deterministic solution. There is the risk of test cases incorrectly failing a conformant IMS UE due to the support of certain applications.
RAN5 would like to inform GCF and PTCRB that all the test cases in section 12 and test cases 13.2 and 13.3 in TS 34.229-1 are not suitable for certification of IMS terminals. Applicability of these test cases have been changed to ‘For Further Study’ (FFS) in TS 34.229-2.

RAN5 would also like to inform GCF and PTCRB that RAN5 is planning to initiate a feasibility study of application specific IMS call control conformance testing for applications specified by 3GPP in Rel-7. This could implicitly provide conformance testing coverage of basic IMS protocol for Rel-7. It is RAN5’s intention to keep GCF and PTCRB informed about the outcome of such a feasibility study, once it is completed.
