1. Overall Description:

During RAN5 #35, Reference A was reviewed. In summary, the document requested RAN5 (and GERAN3) to provide feedback on the following statements: 

1. It is proposed to test the protocol TCs (34.123-1) in one UMTS band supported by the UE as the signaling part of cell selection/reselection, handover and measurement report is implicitly tested in the RRM (34.121-1) test cases. The RRM TCs should be tested in all bands supported by the terminal.


2. Considering the above, it is fair to assume that MultiRat and Inter-system HO TCs only need to be performed from one UMTS band to one GSM band supported by the terminal (e.g. FDD 2 to PCS1900) for signalling HO TCs (34.123-1 and 51.010-1), and from all UMTS bands to all GSM bands supported by the terminal for RRM TCs (34.121-1). 
E.g. 
- For 34.123-1 HO TCs, test one applicable UMTS band handover to one applicable GSM band.
- For 51.010-1 HO TCs, test one applicable GSM band handover to one applicable UMTS band.
- For RRM TCs, test all applicable UMTS bands handover to all applicable GSM bands.

The outcome of the RAN5 review is as follows:

a.
With respect to the testing of RRM across all bands, this seems a reasonable approach. That said, a reflector discussion is to be initiated by RAN5 to determine whether or not RRM testing is band dependent. A follow up LS will be sent once the review has been completed.
b.
The RAN5 position is that it cannot state with absolute certainty that running the signalling tests in one band will meet all the test requirements, however, the approach to test signalling test cases in one band seems reasonable
