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Dear RAN5 colleagues,

It has been recently found that some terminals, mounting the same platform, cause issues related to UL Power Control.

In detail, when terminals use, 384 kbps R99 Radio Bearer in UL, they use an unnecessary high power, making the Received Total Wideband Power at the NodeB raise of up to 20 dB in respect to the previous seen value, potentially causing problems to all the other connections in the cell 

We kindly ask RAN if a suitable conformance test exists, and if not to investigate the possibility of introducing such a test, or adapting an existing test to this purpose. A possible test to prevent this misbehaviour is to check that a UE properly reacts to power control command when using 384 Kbps RB in UL (for R99), or to the reception of grants for HSUPA.
