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1. Introduction

At the last RAN5#37 meeting Motorola volunteered to work on LTE RF test cases in TS 36.521-1 Performance Requirements and TS 36.521-1 RRM Requirements. At the current time the only performance requirements in core specification TS 36.101 [2] is Dual-antenna receiver capability and in core specification TS 36.133 [3] there are not test cases defined in Annex A. However, Motorola would like to capture the focus areas we are planning to contribute in.
