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1. Introduction

The purpose of this document is to present RAN5/RF the current status of OTA antenna performance specification as seen by the editor. 
2. Current status as seen by the editor
GSM:

Specification 34.114 was sent for review to GERAN3 in RAN5#37 via LS. GERAN3 responded in [1] that they will do the review by RAN5#38 and will submit possible comments as company contributions to this meeting. No company contributions have been submitted to this meeting addressing GSM cases. So it is assumed by the editor that once the OTA discussions in this meeting has taken place the GSM part of specification is ready enough to be put under CR control.

Test tolerance:
The biggest issue blocking the approval of 34.114 is the discussion on how to apply test tolerances in 34.114. The original proposal in RAN5#36 [4] was to apply test tolerances similarly as done in eg 34.121-1. The proposal received in RAN5#37 [5] proposed zero test tolerance. RAN5 could not agree on these and sent an LS to RAN4 (cc:d to RAN) for guidance [6]. RAN4 or RAN have not provided any guidance to date. Therefore it is not possible for RAN5 to agree definitely on any test tolerance in this meeting.

Contributions to RAN5#38:

There has been two input documents for this meeting ([2] and [3]) for the OTA area. [2] addresses the expansion factor used in calculations in annex E whereas [3] presents concerns on the measurement uncertainty figures specified by 34.114.
Both of the contributions are valuable and especially [3] will trigger further investigations as some of the uncertainty figures need potentially to be modified.
3. Status in RAN5#38 and way forward:

There are now two issues that prevent the specification from being approved at the next RAN plenary. These are the decision on how to apply test tolerances in 34.114 and further investigations to measurement uncertainty. Therefore editor believes that it is not possible to send specification to next RAN plenary meeting for approval. This is especially true as the RAN4 meeting is this time after RAN5 and RAN5 needs RAN4 guidance to complete the specification. In May meeting RAN4 and RAN5 are co-located giving the possibility to work together if needed in that stage. 

Also if progress is achieved in RAN5 meeting in February, editor will initiate e-mail discussions in the RAN5 reflector to enable smoother handling of the specification in RAN5#39.
Editor proposes that the completion date is moved one meeting ahead to RAN#40.
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
