RP-070991    GERAN3 Reply LS to RAN5 on Proposed Areas of Responsibility for Inter RAT (GERAN-LTE) Test Cases copied to RAN. This was presented for information and is a response to the RAN5 LS to GERAN3 in R5-073340. The subject was also raised during my status report.
RP-070999   LS to RAN4 on Test Tolerances for OTA UE Antenna copied to RAN. This was presented for information only and the subject was also raised during my status report. I spoke with the RAN4 Chair (offline) who informed that RAN4 were not meeting before RAN5#37 but he still promised that a LS would be sent prior to RP#39 (Mar 08).

Comment: It is clear that we will not get any guidance from RAN4 before the Malaga meeting therefore I recommend that in the event that the two sides cannot agree a figure for test tolerance then 2 versions of TS 34.114 is prepared for the RAN Plenary approval (if that is possible). Any advice that is provided by RAN4 can be taken into consideration at that time.

RP-070998   RAN4 antenna performance. This was presented by Ericsson. An extract reads: In relation to the GERAN WI APEMR on antenna performance requirements, RAN4 would like to inform GERAN that RAN#36 decided to close the RAN4 Release 7 work item RInImp-UEAnt with agreements on a measurement method and UMTS 2 GHz requirements (see attachments). RAN4 agreed not to progress the UMTS 1 GHz and GSM requirements under this work item, but to start new one when further progress can be made.
 

Comment: this does not adversely impact the readiness of the associated test spec (TS 34.114) because it is not needed to reach the 80% threshold when the TS can go under change control.

MCC STF 160

RP-070960    The TF 160 report was presented. The key information was related to the updated estimate for tasks required in 2008. The figure of 111 man months has been reduced to 93 man months following a review at RAN5#37. It has also been confirmed that the ETSI Finance Committee has agreed to fund the TF with 58 man months; this is the same level as the previous 7 years.

RP-071031    Proposal to extend the current LTE WID to include the clause:

In addition, work should also include the requirements of handover between E-UTRA and 3GPP2 technologies as defined in the study item “improved network controlled mobility between LTE and 3GPP2/WiMAX radio technologies”

It was approved, at least temporarily, pending the outcome of RP-071022.

RP-071022    Proposal to extend the current LTE WID to include the following:

In addition, work should also include the support of mobility between LTE and 3GPP2/Mobile WiMAX technologies as defined in the study item “improved network controlled mobility between LTE and 3GPP2/Mobile WiMAX radio technologies”.

It was agreed that this document be replaced by the WI proposal in RP-071034 (see below).

Other Work Item/Study Items Proposals of Potential Interest to RAN5 in the Future

RP-070924    New Work item on 64QAM for 1.28Mcps TDD HSDPA. Proposed by ZTE and approved. An associated RAN5 WI will be prepared if necessary.
 
RP-071038    New Work item Proposal: Enhanced CELL_FACH state in 1.28Mcps TDD. Proposed by ZTE and approved. An associated RAN5 WI is expected in the future.
RP-071035    Support of WiMAX - UMTS Mobility. Proposed by Intel and supported by SK Telecom, KT Freetel, BT, Intel, InterDigital, IPWireless, Nextwave, Samsung, Sprint, Alcatel-Lucent. After a long discussion and quite a few counter arguments the WI was conditionally approved subject to confirmation at the SA Plenary.

Comment: It is not clear how or when this could affect RAN5 but it is unlikely to be of any interest in 2008.

RP-071034    Support of WiMAX - LTE Mobility. Proposed by Samsung and supported by SK Telecom, KT Freetel, ETRI, Intel, InterDigital, IPWireless, Nextwave, NEC, Samsung, Sprint and Alcatel-Lucent. After a long discussion and quite a few counter arguments the WI was conditionally approved subject to confirmation at the SA Plenary. 

Comment: Like the previous WI, it unlikely to be of any interest RAN5 in 2008.

RP-071012    New Work item Proposal: UMTS/LTE 3500. Proposed by Ericsson and supported by TeliaSonera, Ericsson, Orange, Nokia, Nokia Siemens Networks, Huawei and Telecom Italia. The WI was approved in principle in order to allow the companies to study further the frequency arrangements. Unlike the previous WIs, this one does include RAN5 as a contributing WG.

Comment: I have asked whether it makes sense to include RAN5 at this stage. In any event the WI will be reviewed at the next Plenary and it may be that RAN5 is separated out from the WI and RAN5 generates its own WI.

RP-071016    New Work item Proposal: UMTS 2300 TDD. Proposed by Datang Mobile and supported by CATT, CMCC, HUAWEI, RITT, SPREADTRUM, TD-Tech and ZTE. It includes RAN5 however Datang has agreed to create a separate WI for RAN5. The WI was approved on the understanding that the WI will be updated to extract RAN5 and a separate WI is raised for RAN5 aspects at a later Plenary.
