Introduction

On occasion of the RAN5 TTCN Workshop #2-2007 the following procedure was agreed regarding 
‘usage of TTCN-3 as notation for TS 36.521 LTE (RF/RRM) test case specification (( TS 36.521-3)’:
· to further discuss the ‘pros and cons’ via email reflector prior to the RAN5 #38 meeting,
· to come up with a proposal for the RAN5 #38 meeting and

· RAN5 to make a decision at the RAN5 #38 meeting.
The discussion on the RAN5 email reflector was triggered on Jan. 11th, 2008 by Rohde & Schwarz and picked up by Agilent and Ericsson.
Preliminary outcome of the discussion was that:

1. in case of RF testing – which represents the majority of the TS 36.521 specification – the benefits of using TTCN-3 couldn’t compensate for the drawbacks;
2. using TTCN-3 for RRM parts would break consistency of TS 36.521 structure and test procedures,

3. making TTCN-3 mandatory could delay the completion of the RAN5 LTE RF/RRM Testing work-item 
(LTE-UEConTest_RF).

Conclusion

It is not recommended to go for TTCN-3 as mandatory notation for specification of the TS 36.521 LTE (RF/RRM) test cases (( TS 36.521-3) but rather to focus on completion of the test prose (TS 36.521-1) and the applicability parts (TS 36.521-2).
