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1. Introduction

In ETSI ERM/MSG TFES#19 (8.-9.1.2007, Brussels, Belgium) TFES agreed preliminarily the technical requirements list for LTE that is required to fulfill the essential parameters specified in the European R&TTE directive [1]. This list is treated as basis for further specification of new EN 301 908-13 (EUTRA UE).
