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1. Overall Description:

During RAN5#38, the Signalling Group considered the inclusion of 5 latency test cases to be included in the list of protocol tests to be developed in the high priority category. For the moment these have been included in the list whilst RAN5 considers the best approach to developing the conformance tests. The key issue is that presently there is no equivalent core requirement defined in 3GPP therefore it is currently not possible to develop appropriate conformance tests. Furthermore, RAN5 is fully committed to completing its Rel 7 tasks (mostly in H108) and completing the majority of the prose scripting for Rel8 LTE tests by early 2009.
This situation gives rise to an extended question as to whether RAN5 can provide conformance style tests that will support the trials initiative within LSTI, in addition to those being developed against the core specifications as defined in the (LTE) 36 series of 3GPP. There is a concern that unsafe assumptions may be being made regarding the expectations on RAN5 to deliver test cases appropriate to LSTI, which are more of an interoperability nature.
For clarity, it is possible that RAN5 is able to expand its role to develop conformance test cases in support of LSTI where the following criterion is met:

· Scenarios and/or specific requirements are provided, preferably with an associated priority
· References are provided to core specifications as defined by 3GPP
· The relevant experts are provided within RAN5 meetings to progress the work

Incidentally, the same conditions also apply to latency test cases.
In summary, it is possible that RAN5 could offer its assistance as a formed standards body dedicated to the development of conformance tests as long as the criterion stated above can be met. To that end it would like to open up a formal dialogue with the LSTI to get a better understanding of any potential requests.
