The issue for RAN requested on slide 12 re the establishment of a relationship between 3GPP and LSTI was discussed and the RAN Chair undertook to initiate the process to make it happen (if possible) via the PCG secretary.

I also spoke of Stoyan’s contribution to the workings of RAN5; RAN also acknowledged his contributions, see also picture in RP-080158 MCC Support Team Report. 
Relevant RAN5 Liaison Statements into RAN

RP-080013    3GPP2 LS: Follow-up to 3GPP2 LS on Mobility interworking between 3GPP and 3GPP2 systems. This was presented for information and includes an update of the work on mobility interworking between 3GPP and 3GPP2 systems. It seems that a lot of good work is being done in support of Rel 8 activity.
RP-080014   RAN2: Reply LS to GSMA DG on Tests on receiving System Info 5bis. This was presented for information and it will be sent to GSMA DG with the message that such situations will be avoided in the future but at the moment there was no well defined problem against which to test, only the possibility. I commented that RAN5 had endorsed this view. A response LS was approved in RP-080222 and I sent it directly to the GSMA DG ahead of the more formal communication path, in order that it could be reviewed during the current DG meeting (5 – 7 Mar 08) – which it was.

RP-080018   RAN5: LS on UE Test Loop Specification for LTE. There was general agreement that RAN5 should take ownership of the document but that all agreed CRs should be provided to RAN2 for visibility at the earliest opportunity. However, there were some concerns about ensuring the visibility of the early work being shared with RAN2. I made the comment that this should be no problem and added that the fact that RAN had made the decision will mean that other issues will highlighted earlier rather than later.
RP-080019   RAN5: Dependency of LTE/SAE Conformance Test Development on Completion of SAE Core Specifications. This was provided for information but it will also be highlighted in the Chairman’s report to SA as a general concern again but also it will be discussed with the CT Chair. 
RP-080020   RAN5: Response to LS on Proposed Areas of Responsibility for Inter RAT (GERAN-LTE) Test Cases. This was provided for information but also the response in RP-080127 was presented for information and basically GERAN3 agrees with the additional proposal to include the clause:

- Any CRs generated by GERAN3 for the LTE - GERAN section should be endorsed in GERAN3 first then forwarded to RAN5 for review and agreement as appropriate for subsequent approval by RAN. 

This is in effect a mirror clause to the one already suggested by RAN5. My only concern is not to hold up the work between the two groups hence the importance of the words ‘as appropriate’, which I assume means when there might be something contentious.

RP-080044    Combination of 64QAM and MIMO for HSDPA (FDD) Status Report was presented by Ericsson. This is considered complete for the RAN1, 2 & 3 parts but the RAN4 part is now 50% complete. The TCD is Jun 08; the rapporteur indicated that there would be an associated RAN5 WI proposal shortly.
