Results from PCG#18 and matters arising

The PCG Chairman gave a summary of the results of the PCG meeting that had taken place the previous day.
5
3GPP Progress
Dr Nakaumura (TTC) presented a contribution which proposed a number of improvements which should be made to the 3GPP process [3GPP/OP#18(07)12].  This led to four specific proposals as given below:

· Release schedules should be planned before the start of the work.  Schedule management can be made difficult if schedule is only available on short notice. Additionally, such un-clear release planning associate risks to lose business chances as well.   

· Sometimes, delaying of decision had been observed, though there is a strong need to make a decision. Prompt decision needs to be made in order to complete specifications in a timely manner.
· Sometimes, cases where business matters entered into the standardization discussion had been seen. Discussion for standardisation should be based on purely standardization aspect, such as technical and cost perspectives.
· Sometimes, cases where other WGs claims on the necessity of a WI had been seen.  It is a waste of time to discuss what has already been decided.  Three stage methodology needs to be respected
The Partners noted the late arrival of this document and that further time was necessary before any conclusions could be drawn.  Moreover, it was not clear whether the proposals should be discussed by the TSG leadership or whether there were wider issues which the Partners should consider first.  In conclusion, the Partners agreed to consider the proposals by correspondence with a deadline of 29 February set.  Dr Weigel (as PCG Chairman for 2008) agreed to moderate the discussion.

Report of Funding and Finance Group Activities

The Secretary presented an activity report from the 3GPP Funding and Finance Group [3GPP/OP#18(07)04].  
The Partners noted that the FFG Chairman (Yasuo Maruyama, TTC) was no longer available to be the Chairman of FFG and a vote of thanks was recorded for the work performed during his tenure.  In line with the recommendation made by FFG, the Partners appointed Mr Takeshi Sugiyama (TTC) to be FFG Chairman for the future.

Summary of 2007 H1 Income and Expenditure and year end forecast
The Secretary presented a detailed explanation of the income and expenditure of 3GPP for H1 2007 together with a year end financial estimate [3GPP/OP#18(07)05].  It was noted that income and expenditure were both under control and that 3GPP would close the year within the prescribed budget.
The Partners noted that the unspent 2006 resources, which had been carried forward to 2007 as a provision for increased expenditure, had not been required.  In line with the recommendation made by FFG it was agreed that these unspent resources should be returned to the Partners in the form of a credit note against 2008 dues.
