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1. Introduction

At RAN5 workshop UE LTE test meeting, an proposal was made in [1] in regards to RAN5 development of LTE tests in accordance with priorities provided in feature list [1] matched against the “batch list” which was already agreed in RAN5 as the working assumption.  Basically, the contribution stated that many features that are optional or alternative for network might not be used in the initial network deployments but is still mandatory for UEs to implement. Therefore operators believe that in order to ensure stable inter-operability between UEs and networks from the initial deployment timeline of LTE, it is important to finalise test priorities for the features in RAN5 which are likely to be used in the initial LTE deployment. Operators have put together a list of LTE features considered to be the most urgent in order to assist RAN5 in determining the test priorities for each feature.
In this contribution the RF Convenor discuss the list of LTE features put together by the operators that are considered to be the most urgent as it relates to RF/RRM conformance testing. The RF Convenor will try to match the “High” priority LTE features which have already been agreed in RAN5 as the working assumption to the RF/RRM “batch list”.  
2. Feedback on LTE Features and Test Prioritisation Proposal related to RF/RRM Testing
After reviewing the LTE features and test prioritisation proposal it was determined that not all features listed in document [1] is related to RF/RRM testing. Therefore, a sublist has been created which highlights all the “High” priority features as they relate to RF/RRM testing. The regulatory requirements have also been included in the list as some of the “High” priority features are covers in those tests as well. The mandatory Regulatory requirement tests are listed as “batch 1” along with a few general features, such as: frame structures type 1 and UL physical resources normal CP as these is by default covered in the mandatory regulatory requirements. As for the “High” priority features that have the test framework defined at this time they have been listed as “batch 2” tests. For all other features that have not been given a batch number they will be tagged as non-priority for now and as more requirements are given RAN5 RF/RRM will start prioritisation of more tests for batch 2 and other batches.
3. Conclusion
It was proposed at the RAN5 workshop UE LTE test meeting that RAN5 develop test specifications in accordance with priorities provided in the feature list [1] matched against the “batch list” already agreed in RAN5 as working assumption.
In the attachment are already defined RF/RRM tests that have been matched against the “batch list”. It is proposed that this list of “High” priority features is used as the RAN5 RF/RRM working assumption.
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
