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1 Introduction 
This document attempts to propose text proposal on UE test states and generic procedure in Clause 4.5 Generic Procedure of TS 36.508 based on the discussion initiated by [1] which was presented in the RAN5 LTE workshop. The document also highlights some open issues related to the generic procedure section.
2 Discussion and Proposal
It is important to understand what should be covered in Clause 4.5 in TS 36.508, hence it is clarified that Clause 4.5 describes the UE test states which can be used in the initial condition of many test cases defined in TS 36.521-1 and TS 36.532-1 or other procedure defined in TS 36.508 specification. This section also defines a set of procedure to bring the UE into these states.
The following text proposals are introduced into the Clause 4.5:

· Section 4.5.1 UE test states 
·  The UE test states diagram for basic generic procedure is introduced as follow in Figure 1.

· 4.5.2 UE Registration (State 2) 
· 4.5.3 Establishment for RRC Connection (State 3) 
· 4.5.4 Generic Radio Bearer Establishment (State 4)

· 4.5.5 Loopback Activation (State 5) 

The detailed message sequences and initial conditions for these procedures are described in the corresponding formal input to the latest draft of TS 36.508 in R5-081290. Note that the text proposals proposed are as complete as possible given the current status of core specification TS 36.331, TS 24.301 and TS 23.401. 

The procedure in State 3 and State 4 are written to allow for either mobile terminated or mobile originated establishment of RRC connection/Radio Bearer establishment. This provides the flexibility for test cases requiring either mode to use these procedures.  
There are still some open issues that need to be addressed for Clause 4.5:
· These procedures in Clause 4.5 require the default parameters and system information in Clause 4.4 of TS 36.508 to be defined hence the completion of these procedures would depend on the progress in Clause 4.4. 

· For the loopback activation procedure, this section would be updated when the messages for loopback activation is defined in TS 36.509.  

· The fallback transition procedure from State 4/State 3 to State 2 is for further study and it can be added in the future once the technical motivation for this procedure can be justified.
3 Conclusion
We would like RAN5 to consider the discussion and text proposals proposed in this document for clause 4.5 of TS 36.508.  It is proposed that the text proposals be considered to be incorporated in the latest draft of TS 36.508.  
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
