Simultaneously TS 25.331 (e.g. 8.6.7.19.1a/b) defines measurement procedures for UE based and UE assisted positioning methods. Also section 4 and Annex D (normative) of TS 25.171 differentiates between positioning methods ‘UE based’ and ‘UE assisted’.

According to the references above only two possible methods for Assisted GPS are defined. However, three different methods are mentioned for defining of Assisted GPS, Network based, UE based and UE assisted. Network based and UE assisted describe the same A-GPS positioning method.

Consequently, TS 34.171 table G.3 also defines three possible A-GPS positioning methods:

· Item 11: Support of Network based Network Assisted GPS

· Item 12: Support of UE based Network Assisted GPS

· Item 13: Support of UE assisted Network Assisted GPS
