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The following are topics for discussion RAN5 would like to cover during the RAN4/RAN5 joint session on Wednesday morning:
1. Simulation assumptions

· It will be useful for RAN5 to know the final simulation assumptions and essential parameters of RAN4 test vectors.

2. Test vectors

Companies are currently working on the definition of reference measurement channel for RF testing. It’s important for testability point of view to make sure:
· Reference channel are consistent with RAN1/RAN2 spec (block size, …)

· Understand their relation with simulation assumption

3. RAN5 Test case priority
The following are regulatory test cases that RAN5 RF has marked as high priority test cases in the LTE RF work plan. Are there any show stoppers that would prevent RAN5 to complete the following test cases by September 2008? 
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
