Introduction

This document proposes an approach for test cases definition in TS 36.521-1.

Summary

For LTE RF the requirements from RAN4 will be specified according to general channel bandwidths and additional channel bandwidths.

The general channel bandwidths are bandwidths that shall be supported per E-UTRA operating bands for which general requirements shall be met.
The additional channel bandwidths are bandwidths for which certain relaxations of the UE performance are allowed. The actual requirements for these additional channel bandwidths will be different.
In the current draft of TS 36.521-1 is not clear whether the agreed approach to select test channel bandwidths as lowest, 5MHz, and highest channel bandwidth for each supported operating band does or does not include additional channel bandwidth requirements.
Since RAN4 is still working on additional channel bandwidth requirements, it’s proposed for RAN5 RF to focus the effort on general channel bandwidth requirements in TS 36.521 first while RAN4 is still making progress on the additional requirements.
The implication of this proposal is the selection of the test channel bandwidths in each RF test case. For example, in the initial conditions we should have:
Channel bandwidths to be tested: lowest, 5 MHz, and highest channel bandwidth of general requirements for each operating band supported by the UE.

Please notice the word “general” instead of “additional”. For additional channel bandwidths the requirements are actually different.

In relation with this contribution, document R5-082023 is an update to TS 36.508 to be presented in RAN5#39BIS to clarify the test channel bandwidths, and to separate general channel bandwidths and the additional channel bandwidths into two different sections to potentially reference them clearly from TS 36.521-1 test cases.

Channel bandwidths to be tested: lowest, 5 MHz, and highest channel bandwidth of general requirements for each operating band supported by the UE as defined in TS 36.508 section 4.3.1.1 .

Proposal
It’s proposed for RF group to focus future contributions on the general channel bandwidth requirements first while RAN4 is still making progress on the additional requirements for which some relaxations of the UE performance are allowed. 
In the future, once the requirements for the additional channel bandwidths are defined we can decide to extend the test cases to cover additional channel bandwidths if/when appropriate.
