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Discussion
For some reason, default contents for NAS messages are not defined in TS 34.108 similarly like for RRC.
We would like to determine whether there is a particular reason to defined or to not define default NAS message contents for 36.508.
Defining default message contents is normally useful to avoid redundancy.

In case of NAS testing, there may be less redundancy compared with RRC, i.e. smaller IEs, less generic messages, which could limit the benefits of defining default message contents in 36.508.
We would like to hear other companies opinion whether it is useful to define default NAS messages in TS 36.508
