The meeting endorsed a new Work Item relating to Network Selection Enhancements Testing. NSE is a set of features introduced in 3GPP Rel-7 that cover the following areas:

· Presentation of additional information in Manual Mode

· Steering of Roaming

· Displaying EHPLMNs in manual mode

· Last RPLMN

· Network selection mode at switch-on

· Exception in manual network selection mode when HPLMN is available at power-on

The scope of this work item is conformance testing of the NSE feature covered by the RAN5 work item “Conformance test aspects – Network Selection Enhancements”.

WI for 3G mobility with Generic Access Network (GAN) Field Trials 
It was agreed to extend the scope of Field Trials for Generic Access Network to 3G mobility. The scope of this work item is covering Field Trial testing of GAN over WiFi (IEEE) and GAN/UTRAN inter-RAT operations.

Locations for GAN testing shall be in the same area as the location for other related GCF FT classifications. The GAN testing locations shall be with unrestricted access.

Due to some concerns from the meeting, FTAG was advised to ensure practical testing is possible before the WI is activated.

Update on LTE/SAE Work Item

During CAG#15 (30 Jun - 1 Jul 08) a number of key decisions were taken that now allows more focused planning and preparations as we go into the next phase of WIDs and test case selection. 
NTT DOCOMO and China Mobile have committed to take the overall lead for the FDD and TDD work respectively.

The work items are organized as follows (with lead rapporteur companies shown)

NTT DOCOMO and China Mobile will create a joint work item management document to be known as the LTE/SAE WI Activation and Status Report.

The target date for the activation of the relevant work items such that a FDD device can be subjected to the certification process is still H210 as this equates to the expected availability of early LTE devices and networks. This target assumes, therefore, that all the necessary tests have been verified/ developed in RAN5 (including TTCN) as well as the required number of validation reports approved in GCF CAG. Separate targets will be confirmed for TDD but the current assumption is that the same target date applies. As the target dates are dependent on the progress in RAN5 (mainly) for the test development, it is subject to review at each CAG.
