Discussion and Proposal

In the latest draft of TS 36.521-1，the description of the general requirement for the testing specification of Transmitter Characteristics is as follows: 
Unless otherwise stated, the transmitter characteristics are specified at the antenna connector of the UE with a single transmit antenna. For UE with integral antenna only, a reference antenna with a gain of 0 dBi is assumed.
The requirement emphasize the testing of the UE with a single transmit antenna. However, at the beginning when the network has not widely planed, the UE will exist with different modes. Thus will most of the UE probably work with more than one antenna.
Hence, the testing specification of the Transmitter Characteristics should not only be restricted to single antenna, but should also consider the other conditions we have just described.

Conclusion
We would like RAN5 to consider the proposal not to restrict the UE performance testing to single antennas, but also consider the UE with multi-antennas. It is proposed to adopt this proposal in the latest draft of TS36.521-1.   
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Transmitter Characteristics

General

Unless otherwise stated, the transmitter characteristics are specified at the antenna connector of the UE with a single transmit antenna. For UE with integral antenna only, a reference antenna with a gain of 0 dBi is assumed.
Unless otherwise stated, for the tests in Section 6 of the present document, the test requirement applies at each transmitter antenna connector separately, with the remaining antenna connector(s) being terminated.
